and occupational life of the believer in the world, and especially in the sphere of higher education; 
 

C. To enable and enlighten participation of believers in the serving ministry of Christ in the world; 
 

D. To provide a well-developed program of study, assembly, discussion and action, which program 
shall provide for the expression of fellowship in Christ and of the social and intellectual concerns 
of campuses, of communities and of the entire world; 

 
E. To encourage active participation in the life and mission of the Lutheran churches;
