ARTICLE I - NAME
   The name of this organization shall be the Lutheran Student Movement in the Rocky Mountain Region, hereafter to be referred as LSM-RMR. 

ARTICLE II - AFFILIATION
   This organization exists as a region of the Lutheran Student Movement in the United States of America (LSM-USA), as defined in the by-laws of LSM-USA.

ARTICLE III - PURPOSES
   The purposes of LSM-RMR shall be: 

A. to share the love of Jesus Christ

B. to support LSM-USA 

C. to support the local Lutheran student organizations, as well as individual Lutheran students, within the Rocky Mountain Region 
ARTICLE IV - MEMBERSHIP
   Members of LSM-RMR shall be those individuals who qualify for voting membership in LSM-USA, and who attend an institution of post-secondary education within the Rocky Mountain Region. The Rocky Mountain Region is defined by the areas within the state borders of Wyoming, Utah, Colorado, Arizona, and New Mexico; the area within Texas west of the 104° line of longitude.

ARTICLE V - OFFICERS
The following officers shall be elected each year at the fall regional retreat: 

A. Regional Representative, who shall: 

1. attend all events of LSM-RMR 

2. attend the national council meetings held biannually, and at such council meetings represent LSM-RMR 

3. attend the National Gathering at his/her own expense 

4. maintain regular correspondence with the Lutheran campus ministries and other LSM chapters within LSM-RMR 

5. maintain regular correspondence with individual members of LSM-RMR 

6. maintain regular correspondence with LSM-USA 

7. preside over all meetings of LSM-RMR 

B. Treasurer, who shall: 

1. set-up and maintain a non-profit bank account for LSM-RMR that is readily accessible to him/herself 

2. construct a budget, and submit it to the region 

3. maintain accurate financial records 

4. receive and transfer funds 

5. prepare a financial report for: 

a. presentation at all regional retreats 

b. presentation at national gathering 

c. submission to regional newsletters 

6. organize economic concern letters 

C. Secretary, who shall: 

1. record regional meetings of LSM-RMR, and distribute such records to all regional officers 

2. construct regional newsletters and mail, at least twice a year, such newsletters to all members of LSM-RMR 

3. collect news from regional officers to include in regional newsletters 

D. Regional Retreat Coordinators (2), who shall: 

1. plan and supervise all regional retreats, including the organization of: 

a. program and worship 

b. speakers and presenters 

c. purchase, transportation and preparation of food 

d. activities 

2. Plan and supervise jointly the regional retreat in the fall and individually plan and supervise the sub-regional retreats

3. submit writings for regional newsletter 

E. Secretary for Ecumenical and International Concerns, who shall: 

1. encourage existing local student groups and individual students to participate in LSM-RMR and in LSM-USA 

2. encourage and support the formation of Lutheran campus ministries, LSM chapters, and other student organizations at post-secondary institutions that are without an existing campus ministry program 

3. maintain regular correspondence with the LSM-USA Secretary for Ecumenical Concerns and the Secretary for International Concerns 

4. keep the region informed on current issues, topics, seminars, of related concerns through newsletter writings.
5. organize regional retreat service projects

F. Regional WebMaster, who shall: 

1. monitor the LSM-RMR listserv, including 

a. adding members upon request 

b. deleting members upon request 

c. moderate non LSM-RMR related messages 

2. update the regional webpage and post information using graphics, terms and phrases appropriate and following guidelines of the Lutheran Student Movement 

3. remain in communication with the Regional Representative to post all pertinent information on the webpage and relay it to the other members of the region 

 ARTICLE VI - EXECUTIVE BOARD
   The elected officers shall comprise an executive board, which shall manage the affairs of LSM-RMR between regional retreats.

ARTICLE VII - MEETINGS
   LSM-RMR shall hold at least two regional retreats per annum, one of which may be a sub regional retreat.  The decision of conducting a sub regional retreat, the locations and dates of each retreat will be decided by majority of members in each sub region. All decisions will concern only the regional retreats of the year following the fall regional retreat. 

ARTICLE VIII - PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY
   In all matters not covered by its by-laws, LSM-RMR shall be governed by "Robert's Rules of Order," as most recently revised.

ARTICLE IX - AMENDMENTS
   These by-laws may be amended by a two-thirds majority of members present and voting at a regional retreat.
